To: All airlines operating in the airports of the Kingdom of Saudi
Arabia, including Private Aviation.

Subject:

The compliance with the time slots for flights authorized to come or
depart from the Kingdom.

Reference:

1. Article No. (23) of the Civil Aviation Law.

2. GACA Circular No. (5/32264) Dated 01/03/2023.

Background:
Due to what was observed in the decreased percentage of compliance
with the time slots for authorized flights departing from the Kingdom.

Instructions:

1. Allairlines must comply with the time slots for flights authorized
to come or depart from the Kingdom, and in the event that the
time slot, aircraft model, or any information is modified, it
requires cancelling the issued permits and amending them in
sufficient time with the Flight Permits Department at GACA
through (Oboor) system, after coordination and obtaining the
approval of the concerned airport and the coordinator of the
time slots, according to the applied procedures.

The non-compliance of Airlines with the authorized time slots for
flights departing from the Kingdom will cause failure in the
operational procedures and delay the departure of passengers
on their flights, which leads to the imposition of strict penalties
and procedures from GACA and the revocation of licenses of the
Airlines in the event of reoccurrence.

Failure to comply with circulars issued by GACA is an explicit
violation of Government’s orders, Legal procedures shall be
initiated against the violators who will be held responsible.
