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1. All airlines must allow passengers holding Premium
Residency and their families to exit/re-enter without
being required to submit an exit/re-entry visa, and allow
them to use the Saudi citizen’s corridors.

2. Failure to comply with circulars issued by GACA is an
explicit violation of Government orders, and legal
procedures will be applied on the violator and he will be
held responsible.
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
