Instructions:

1. All relevant entities must comply with the updated Aeronautical
services Charges in accordance with the anached appendix and
removing the commercial charges for ground handling service
providers mentioned in “Fourth” of GACA BOD Resolution
No.(12/217) dated 01/30/1435 AH, at King Abdulaziz
International Airport in Jeddah, King Khalid International Airport
in Riyadh, and King Fahd International Airport in Dammam,
starting from 01/04/2024.

2. The effective date of the Non-aeronautical Service Charges
provisions stated in Articles (7.8) from the Airports Economic

Regulations ar all KSA airports will be from 07/02/2024.

3. When setting airport charges, all Airport Operators in KSA shall
comply with the following factors:
a. charges should align with international best practices and

standards and be competitive with global pricing.
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b. charges should incentivize air carriers to operate at the
kingdom's airports and utilize its facilities and services,

¢.  Charges should consider the availability of airport resources
during peak and non-peak periods, with differentiation
being made.

All Airport Operatars in KSA must adhere 1o the following:

a.  Applying the cost relatedness requirement, covering the
operating costs, maintenance, and investments associated
with the provision of that service as well as including a
reasonable return on investment when setting the non-
aeronautical services charges stipulated in Article 7.2 from
the Economic Regulation of Airports.

b.  Submit to the Authority a request 1o approve the non-
aeronautical charges mentioned above by the end of
03/01/2024 according to the procedures mentioned in

Appendix No. (1) in the Economic Regulations of Airports.
